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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 thanks GSMA IREG RILTE for their LS on the use of SDP Capability Negotiation. Since our interim reply at the last meeting (C1-114447), CT1 has had further discussions on this issue.
There can be further discussions for later releases but CT1 has agreed that for release 7 and release 8 (see C1-115010, C1-115011):
1. RFC (capneg) is optional at MMTEL UEs (it remains mandatory for MMTEL UEs at later releases).

2. RFC (capneg) remains mandatory at the MMTEL AS and at the MGCF (no change in the specification).

3. RFC (RTP/AVPF) remains mandatory for MMTEL UEs supporting video, but becomes optional for other UEs supporting only other media (no change at later releases)

4. RFC (RTP/AVPF) remains mandatory for the MGCF.

It is believed that this will resolve the problem of current versions of IR92 and IR 94, but when these documents come to refer to later versions of 3GPP TS 24.229, GSMA should be aware that the technical content will change.
