Scope

This document defines the Public Warning Systems Management Object.  The management object is compatible with OMA Device Management protocol specifications, version 1.2 and upwards, and is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in the Enabler Release Definition OMA-ERELD _DM-V1_2 [2].

The Public Warning Systems Management Object consists of relevant parameters that can be managed for the Public Warning System (PWS) including the Earthquake and Tsunami Warning System (ETWS) for GERAN, UTRAN and E-UTRAN.

The Public Warning Systems Management Object is used to manage the per-network display of the PWS warning messages. The Public Warning Systems Management Object consists of the relevant parameters of the PLMNs that control the UE to display the PWS warning messages.
