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1 Introduction
GSMA IREG RILTE is developing a recommendation for voice and video call over IMS based on the 3GPP Specifications. The PRD IR.94 defines a profile for Conversational Video Service based on MMTel including support of HOLD as specified in TS 24.610. The GSMA specification is based on the 3GPP rel-8 specification.
RILTE has decided to include simplex video media into IR.94 as supported by the 3GPP MMTel specifications (see section 4.2 of TS 22.173).  However, RILTE have found an unfortunate issue with the present specification of the supplementary service HOLD in TS 24.610. HOLD uses the uni-directional SDP to signal the HOLD request and this cannot be distinguished by the network from a session modification to simplex video media.
The HOLD supplementary service may be applied in MMTel to the entire session or to an individual media of that session.  However, RILTE thinks the AS procedures in section 4.5.2.4 of TS 24.610 (e.g. to provide the HOLD announcement) should be applicable only when all media streams in the session are put on HOLD, e.g. both voice and video.  This is in line with the use of HOLD in MMTel Communication Waiting and Conference supplementary services as these requires the entire session to be put on hold.

However, as this seems to be an inconsistency in the present 3GPP specifications of MMTel, GSMA seeks the advice of 3GPP on the best way forward.
2 Actions 
GSMA RILTE kindly requests 3GPP CT1 to consider if the inconsistency between the supplementary service HOLD and simplex video media can be resolved in the 3GPP specifications.

The IR.92 and IR.94 are based on 3GPP Rel-8 specifications. GSMA appreciate therefore if a solution can be made available for Rel-8 and onwards.
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
