	This CR proposes to add a behavior that IBCF may change response code to an appropriate error response code in taking into account the following scenario.

If a terminating UE sends 3xx response containing Contact header field to lead the originating UE to the service which charges with high rate and a functional entity (e.g. originating UE) simply recurses based on the URI in the Contact header field, then the recursed request will connect the originating UE to the unexpected service that the originating user has to pay a high bill. This result may cause a user claim.
In order to deal with that situation between operators, the proposed functionality needs to be added into IBCF to avoid impact on own network upon receiving such a response from the terminating operator network.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	A subclause "IBCF procedures for SIP responses" is created under subclause "5.10.6 Screening of SIP signalling", then the following description is added into the new subclause.
If specified by local policy rules, the IBCF may change response code to an appropriate response code (e.g. upon receiving 3xx response that Contact header field includes the URI to lead the originating UE to an unexpected service).
In taking into account influence on end-to-end operation by changing response code, the follwing NOTE is added.
