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1. Overall Description:

After discussing the attached CRs, RAN5 couldn’t reach a consensus on what should be the possible and allowed UE behaviours for CS/PS MODE 1 UE in the following test cases of TS 36.523-1[9.7.0]:
9.2.1.2.1b
Combined attach procedure / Success / SMS only
9.2.1.2.1c
Combined attach procedure / Success / EPS and CS Fallback not preferred
9.2.3.2.1b
Combined tracking area update / Success / SMS only
9.2.3.2.3 
Combined tracking area update / Successful for EPS services only / MSC temporarily not reachable
Note1: In all use cases, the UE is under coverage of a suitable GERAN or UTRAN cell according to its capability.

Note2: In all use cases ATTACH ACCEPT message is combined with the ACTIVATE DEFAULT EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message.

The attached CRs were not agreed during RAN5#54 meeting.
2. Views and questions expressed during RAN5 discussions:

The 3 following questions were raised during the discussion:
Q1) Shall a UE operating in CS/PS mode 1 with "IMS voice not available" send an ATTACH COMPLETE message to the network after initiating a "combined EPS/IMSI" attach procedure and receiving an ATTACH ACCEPT message containing an EPS attach result IE value indicating "combined EPS/IMSI attach" have been successful and the additional update result IE with value"SMS only" or value "CS Fallback not preferred"?
The following interpretations were presented:

a) The UE shall send an ATTACH COMPLETE message before entering EMM-IDLE.

or

b) The UE may, but is not required to, send an ATTACH COMPLETE message before entering EMM-IDLE.

or

c) The UE shall not send an ATTACH COMPLETE message before entering EMM-IDLE.

Q2) Shall a UE operating in CS/PS mode 1 with "IMS voice not available" send a TRACKING AREA UPDATE COMPLETE message to the network after initiating a "combined TA/LA update" Tracking area update procedure and receiving a TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT message containing an EPS update result IE value indicating "combined TA/LA updated" for Tracking and location area updating is successful for EPS services and the additional update result IE with value "SMS only" or value "CS Fallback not preferred" and a GUTI or a mobile identity or both?
The following interpretations were presented:
a) The UE shall send a TRACKING AREA UPDATE COMPLETE message.

or

b) The UE may, but is not required to, send a TRACKING AREA UPDATE COMPLETE message.

or

c) The UE shall not send a TRACKING AREA UPDATE COMPLETE message.

Q3) What shall be the expected behaviour for UE in CS/PS mode 1 with "IMS voice not available" upon disabling the E-UTRAN capability when receiving "SMS only" or "CS Fallback not preferred" or when receiving a reject cause #16, #17 or #22 and the attempt counter is equal to 5?

The following interpretations were presented:

a) UE shall perform cell (re-)selection and perform Routing Area Update procedure.
or


b) UE is allowed to perform Detach on the E-UTRAN cell and consequently to perform Attach procedure on the GERAN or UTRAN cell.
