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1. Introduction

During the conference call on May 8th, another issue on eSRVCC is raised: 

if the IBCF changes the dialog ID, the dialog ID of the session to be transferred recorded in the SCC AS would be different with the value in the target-dialog header , i.e. the SCC AS cannot correlate the right session to be transferred using the value in Target-dialog header.
This is the general problem whenever we rely on Target-Dialog and IBCF change dialog-IDs. It was proposed to have further discussion on this issue in CT1. 

2. Issue
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1. UE A has an active session with remote UE B. When the session traverses IBCF1, the IBCF1 acting as B2BUA changes the dialog ID of the session from dialog ID-1 to dialog ID-2. 
2~4. MSC sever initiates the session transfer with the STN-SR.
5~6. The ATCF establishes a new dialog with the SCC AS by sending a new SIP INVITE request to the SCC AS using the stored ATU-STI and Target-Dialog header field with dialog ID-1.
In step 6, the SCC AS does not record any session information related to dialog ID-1, i.e. the SCC AS cannot correlate the right session to be transferred using the value in Target-dialog header. 
       This is a general problem, and we therefore maybe want to solve this in a general way.
3.  Possible solutions proposed in the call
      1) IBCF should not change dialog-ids (proposed by Peter Leis):
· Pros: easy solution

· Cons: might not be an easy change to TS 23.228, TS 24.229. 

      2) Use the Session-ID (proposed by Keith Drage):

· Pros:
· Cons: 1) it needs IETF dependency, but there is no progress in IETF on Session-ID;

2) UE can associate different dialogs with same session-ID, so this might also not solve problem here.
5. Conclusion
There is no conclusion in the conference call. It's proposed to have further discussion on this issue in CT1. 
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
