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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN5 for providing the LS on clarifying the expected behaviour when EPS capability of the UE is disabled.

CT1 would like to inform RAN5 that CT1 cannot identify any scenario where the NAS would disable EPS capability without manual interaction or without external triggers.
If the UE is attached for both EPS services and non-EPS services and its EPS capability is manually disabled, the UE shall initiate the detach procedure for EPS services only. Furthermore, as specified in 24.301 subclause 5.5.2.2.2, the UE in CS/PS mode 1 or CS/PS mode 2 of operation shall disable E‑UTRAN and select GERAN or UTRAN radio access technology in order to enable the UE to continue to obtain CS services.
