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	TAU/RAU keep the HSS up to date on which RAT type is serving the MS. The network T-ADS function in the SCC AS may obtain from the HSS via Sh (along with the mandatory present "IMSVoiceOverPSSessionSupport" indication) indication of 0 or 1 RAT type that is serving the MS (see 3GPP TS 29.328).

If mobility management for IMS voice termination is activated for the MS, the mobility management procedures and signaling by the MS will allow the HSS to determine the RAT type serving the MS. 

If mobility management for IMS voice termination is activated, the mobility management procedures and signaling by the MS brings with it increased signaling load on the network and increases battery drain at the MS. 

For voice centric UEs, providing an optimal voice experience is desired and mobility management for IMS voice termination has to be performed. However, for data centric UE, an optimal voice experience is not required. 

Note that for a UE with ISR active, that UE could be in either RAT and no MM procedures will be performed if RA and TA has not changed. So if network T-ADS takes into account the, optional to be provided, RAT type, a terminating SIP request to the MS with ISR active may require more time to complete or may eventually fail to complete at the MS (e.g. routed to voice mail instead).

Activation of mobility management for IMS voice termination
For the purpose of determining whether to activate mobility management for IMS voice termination, the MS may consider its availability for voice calls in the IMS as "not available" if the UE's usage setting is "data centric" (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [120], subclause 3.1).
An MS activates mobility management for IMS voice termination when:

1)
the MS's availability for voice calls in the IMS (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [120], subclause 3.1) changes from "not available" to "available";

2)
the MS is enabled for mobility management for IMS voice termination;

3)
the IMS voice over PS session indicator received for Iu mode has the value

-
"IMS voice over PS session supported in Iu mode, but not supported in A/Gb mode", or

the IMS voice over PS session indicator received for S1 mode has the value

-
"IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode supported"; and

4)
at least one of the two parameters voice domain preference for UTRAN and voice domain preference for E-UTRAN as defined in 3GPP TS 24.167 [134] is not "CS voice only".

The MS deactivates mobility management for IMS voice termination when the MS's availability for voice calls in the IMS (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [120], subclause 3.1) changes from "available" to "not available".
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
