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	Reason 1 - When the user manually selects a CSG, the MS should be able to camp and register on that CSG even if the LA/TA/PLMN corresponding to the cell of that CSG are in the respective forbidden lists. 

Note that this behavior would be functionally similar to the case where the user manually selects a PLMN that is in the forbidden PLMN lists.

For such a registration, the MS shall ignore the contents of the "forbidden LAs for roaming", "forbidden TAs for roaming", "forbidden LAs for regional provision of service", "forbidden TAs for regional provision of service" and "forbidden PLMNs for GPRS service" lists.

Manual CSG selection in a PLMN different from the RPLMN

If the user selects a CSG in a PLMN that is different from the RPLMN, then the following applies:

i)
The MS shall store a duplicate of the RPLMN and a duplicate of the current PLMN selection mode;

ii)
The MS shall enter into Manual mode of PLMN selection in state M4 (Trying PLMN) as defined in subclause 4.3.1.2;

iii)
The MS shall select the PLMN corresponding to the CSG and attempt to register on the selected CSG cell in the PLMN. For such a registration, the MS shall ignore the contents of the "forbidden LAs for roaming", "forbidden TAs for roaming", "forbidden LAs for regional provision of service", "forbidden TAs for regional provision of service", "forbidden PLMNs for GPRS service" and "forbidden PLMNs" lists; and

If the registration fails or the MS is no longer in the coverage of the CSG, then the MS shall return to the stored duplicate PLMN selection mode and use the stored duplicate value of RPLMN for further action.
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
