NOTE 1: A combination of lower and upper case letters can appear in the URN. This may be useful for reading by humans, but note that parsers do not distinguish between upper and lower case letters within URNs.

NOTE 2: Registration of subtype ...

· When the value of the column is "Yes" any organisation can register subtypes of this value on this registration page. 

· When the value of the column is "No", subtypes, if any, are controlled by the registering organisation. 

· Neither a "Yes" or "No" value presumes that subtypes have been defined, but merely indicates, if subtype values are defined, where the appropriate registrations could be found. 

· Multiple levels of subtypes are allowed as defined by RFC 6050; each level, and value in the level, has to have an independent registration according to these rules.

An example of a XML URIs having a NID not equal to 3GPP is "http://uri.etsi.org/ngn/params/xml/simservs/xcap", first mentioned in TS 24.423 and TS 24.623. This namespace is extended in various other TSes,.
ETSI TR 183 050 titled "Telecommunications and Internet converged Services and Protocols for Advanced Networking (TISPAN); Register of assigned protocol numbers and names" is a document that is TISPAN's registry of any names, numbers and identifiers used in TISPAN protocol specifications, managed by TISPAN, and which are required to be globally unique. It also stipulates that further names, numbers and identifier ranges managed by TISPAN are generally assigned by the ETSI Protocol Naming and Numbering Service (http://portal.etsi.org/ptcc/ProtocolNaming.asp). At least 3GPP TS 24.623 doesn’t make a direct reference to this ETSI TR.
The ETSI TR registers http://uri.etsi.org/ngn/params/xml/simservs/xcap in subclause 6.1. The brief overview of the functionality associated with the NSS consists of:

Problem description

It can be seen that the registry for XML URIs having a NID not equal to 3GPP is empty, yet "http://uri.etsi.org/ngn/params/xml/simservs/xcap" (a URI with a NID not equal to 3GPP) is used in TSes maintained by 3GPP. The namespace is registered in ETSI TR 183 050.
The registry for XML URIs having a NID not equal to 3GPP makes no mentioning of whether or not it contains information on names, numbers and identifiers used in 3GPP protocol specifications, but which are assigned by other authorities. 
Note that ETSI TR 183 050 is scoped to also contain information on names, numbers and identifiers used in TISPAN protocol specifications, but which are assigned by other authorities. This may include assignments from the IETF, ETSI, W3C, etc.
Proposal 0

Enhance the scope of the registry by excluding URIs that have been registered by other authorities, e.g. as follows:

XML URI Registry for URIs used in a 3GPP TS, identifying a resource, and having a Namespace Identifier (NID) not equal to 3gpp (see RFC 5279). This registry does not register URIs used in 3GPP protocol specifications that have been assigned by other authorities, e.g. URIs already used in ETSI publications relating to core functions of the IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) used by the Next Generation Network standardized within ETSI Technical Committee Telecommunications and Internet converged Services and Protocols for Advanced Networking (TISPAN) (see ETSI TR 183 050 for a registry of assigned protocol numbers and names used in TISPAN protocol specifications). 
Proposal 1
It is proposed:

· to add "http://uri.etsi.org/ngn/params/xml/simservs/xcap" to this registry, and acknowledge ETSI TR 183 050;

· that each TS that extends the namespace is added to the registry;

· that rapporteurs assist in filling the table for applicable TS(es);

· that TSes resulting from work item "MAINT_R1" are not added to the registry.

Proposal 2

It is recommended that 'URN' in "Person requesting the URN assignment" is changed into 'URI' in order to align with the introductory text associated with this registry.
Recommendation

It is recommended to discuss possible solution to the problem. Possible solutions are Proposal 0 and Proposal 1. If Proposal 1 is chosen, it is recommended:

· to add "http://uri.etsi.org/ngn/params/xml/simservs/xcap" to the registry, and acknowledge ETSI TR 183 050;

· that each TS that extends the namespace is added to the registry;

· that rapporteurs assist in filling the table for applicable TS(es). A revision of this document is placed in the DRAFT folder and uploaded to the INBOX after Wednesday, close of business. Rapporteurs are asked to add their information to the table in Proposal 1;
· that TSes resulting from work item "MAINT_R1" are not added to the registry.

It is further recommended that proposal 2 is accepted and implemented.
