	If a service requires an announcement, the proceeding for this announcements was specified first in TISPAN TS 183 028. In subclause 4.2.4 (normative) and Annex A.3.1.1(informative) of this TS it was specified how to provide an announcement in case of a communication request is rejected by the AS, that is the AS uses the service specific error responses to terminate the session.
It was stated in the Annex (with corresponding specification in 4.2.4): 
The AS sends a 3xx, 4xx, 5xx or 6xx response to the INVITE request to S-CSCF.
However, during transfer of this spec to 3GPP this text was changed, since the first version of 3GPP TSs 24.528 and 24.628 it’s stated in Annex A.3.1.1: 
The AS sends a 487 (Request Terminated) response to the INVITE request to S-CSCF.
Note that the diagram above was not changed.
Further subclause 4.2.4 was modified by adding:

If the announcement terminates before the originating user releases, then the AS sends a 487 to end the session and the dialog with the originating user.
This makes no sense, and is actually a protocol error. RFC 3261 specifies: 
21.4.25 487 Request Terminated

The request was terminated by a BYE or CANCEL request.  This response is never returned for a CANCEL request itself. 

 

This means, 487 is only send back if an early dialog is terminated with a CANCEL or a BYE. Considering this, there probably was a wording error, and the actual intention for adding the sentence was:
If the originating user releases before the announcement terminates [he would do this with a CANCEL], then the AS sends a 487 to end the session and the dialog with the originating user.

Furthermore, cancellation of sessions by sending BYE or CANCEL requests is not service specific and is already specified in 3GPP TS 24.229.

Communication request rejected by AS
A service may provide an announcement when rejecting a communication request e.g. in order to explain the reason for rejecting the communication request in more detail. If an announcement is provided the service shall:

· use an Error-Info header field in the 3xx, 4xx, 5xx or 6xx response to the INVITE request; or

· use early media for sending the announcement in‑band as defined by RFC 3960 [6] and using the P-Early-Media header field authorizing early media as defined in RFC 5009 [12] for the gateway model and insert the Reason Header with the proper cause value; or

·  use early media for sending the announcement in‑band in an early dialog as described in annex D and using the P-Early-Media header field authorizing early media as defined in RFC 5009 [12] and insert the Reason Header with the proper cause value; or

· accept the communication request and use the established session for sending an in‑band announcement.
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
