	C1-124893 agreed at CT1#81 and approved into specification was making corrections to TS 24.008 to correctly specify the behaviour of the UE that had either locally generated alerting indication or network generated alerting indication in the PS domain prior to SRVCC. However, an incorrect condition was added for the case of user connection attachment (i.e. the point at which the UE activates the codec or interworking function when the appropriate channel is available). The text states that the user connection is attached:

when the call control entity enters the "call delivered" state and an appropriate traffic channel is available
The issue is that for SRVCC, the MSC always assumes the "active" call case when it receives the PS to CS Request from the MME over Sv and starts  to prepare the Handover and establish the circuit, thus the traffic channel will be always be available at the point of that the UE receives the Handover Command and retunes to CS. With the above text, it would mean that the UE would not be able to apply the local alerting indication to the user as the user connection is attached immediately when CC moves to "call delivered".

Traffic channel assignment and user connection attachment
An appropriate traffic channel for the call is assigned in SRVCC or vSRVCC handover.

For SRVCC handover, the mobile station shall attach the user connection:

-
when the call control entity enters the "active" state or the "call received" state; and

-
if the MS was receiving network generated media in the "early" state (defined in IETF RFC 3261 [137]) in the PS domain prior to SRVCC handover when the call control entity enters the "call delivered" state; 
NOTE:
The attachment of the user connection prior to entering the "active" state allows the network to provide in-band tones and announcements to the UE.

For vSRVCC handover, the mobile station shall attach the user connection when the call control entity enters the "active" state.

For SRVCC or vSRVCC handover to a speech call, the principles of speech codec selection are described in subclause 5.2.1.11.
For vSRVCC handover to a circuit-switched multimedia call, further requirements are specified in subclause 5.3.6.6.
