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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has been discussing PS domains upon which to attempt IMS emergency calls, and requires some clarification.
In clause 10.1.2 "Domains priority and selection for UE attempts to emergency call" of TS 22.101 (rel-9) it is stated:
A UE that is connected to a domain in which it is possible for the UE to make voice calls, shall use that domain to attempt an emergency call unless serving network policy (based on regulatory requirements and operator needs) requires the UE, including an unauthenticated UE, to attempt the emergency call on a specific domain first. 

If the UE is connected to more than one domain in which it is possible for the UE to make voice calls, the UE shall attempt an emergency call on the same domain it would use to originate a non-emergency voice call unless serving network policy (based on regulatory requirements and operator needs) requires the UE, including an unauthenticated UE, to attempt the emergency call on a specific domain first.
In the case where an emergency call attempt by a UE fails, the UE should automatically make a second attempt on the other domain if the UE supports it.

Consider a UE that is connected to a domain's RAT in which it is possible for the UE to make voice calls. The UE is instructed to attempt an emergency call. Due to serving network policy, the UE attempts to set-up the emergency call on the CS domain but the attempt fails, and the UE then automatically re-attempts the emergency call over IMS on the PS domain. Shall this UE:

1. prefer any particular PS domain's RAT (all supporting IMS) for the second attempt (e.g. prefer WLAN over E-UTRAN)?
2. be precluded from attempting an emergency call on any PS domain's RAT (all supporting IMS)?
