However, OMNA's recommendation is that the AppID instead should be structured as "x-3ggp.gba.andsf.ua". Quoting the feedback received from OMNA:
“There have been some technical discussion with regards to the registration of this PUSH Application ID. 

The comments that we [OMNA] have received regarding registration are:

' I would suggest they follow the existing pattern for 3gpp AppIDs:
x-3gpp:mbms.service.announcement.ua
x-3gpp:mbms.download.delivery.ua
 

i.e., the URN convention is “x-3gpp” as NID and “something.ua” as the application-specific NSS. “.ua” at the end is the convention generally followed for designating the target application as a type of “user agent”.
