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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed in their WI for Reporting Enhancements on Warning Message Delivery to include a new Unknown Emergency Area ID List IE from MME to CBC in case some Emergency Areas are unknown to the MME and where the warning message request cannot be delivered.  The Emergency Area ID List was introduced from Rel-8 LTE and already exists in TS36.413 (S1AP) as well as TS29.168 (SBc-AP).
In order for the MME to know the corresponding Emergency Area IDs in eNB, CT1 felt that it is necessary to have such information from eNB.  CT1 realized that S1AP has a S1 Setup procedure that it is possible for eNB to provide application level data for the MME to correctly interoperate on the S1 interface, and Supported TAs in the S1 Setup Request message has been included. Therefore CT1 would like to ask RAN WG3 if the Emergency Area ID List that eNB is supporting can be included in the S1 Setup Request message.

It has to be noted that, based on this supporting area information in eNB, the MME would be able to filter out the TAIs and Emergency Areas from the warning request message from CBC so it could avoid delivering warning messages to irrelevant eNBs. This is beneficial especially for the warning message delivery which should avoid adding unnecessary signalling load to the backhaul.

CT1 would like to ask RAN3 to evaluate whether it is feasible to include Emergency Area ID List in S1AP: S1 Setup procedure from eNB to MME.
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
