	According the currnet definition of the GMM#7,#8 and #14, are sent to an MS when GPRS services are not allowed for a user in a HPLMN or RPLMN, when user is not subscribed to the GPRS services. However, according section 4.3.12 TS 23.401 to the PS emergency calls are allowed when the user have no subscription for GPRS services. In the scenarios when a user has no subscription then a network will reject with cause values #7,#8 or #14 depending on the HPLMN or RPLMN. However an emergency calls are still allowed if there is provision of allowing call for a invalid SIM or valid SIM with no GPRS subscription.

IMS Emergency Session Support

Four different behaviours of emergency bearer support have been identified as follows:

a.
Valid UEs only. No limited service state UEs are supported in the network. Only UEs that have a valid subscription, are authenticated and authorized for PS service in the attached location are allowed. UEs should be attached to the network and then perform a PDN Connection Request when an IMS emergency session is detected by the UE.

b.
Only UEs that are authenticated are allowed. These UEs must have a valid IMSI. These UEs are authenticated and may be in limited service state due to being in a location that they are restricted from service. A UE that can not be authenticated will be rejected.

c.
IMSI required, authentication optional. These UEs must have an IMSI. If authentication fails, the UE is granted access and the unauthenticated IMSI retained in the network for recording purposes. The IMEI is used in the network as the UE identifier. IMEI only UEs will be rejected (e.g., UICCless UEs).

d.
All UEs are allowed. Along with authenticated UEs, this includes UEs with an IMSI that can not be authenticated and UEs with only an IMEI. If an unauthenticated IMSI is provided by the UE, the unauthenticated IMSI is retained in the network for recording purposes. The IMEI is used in the network to identify the UE.

Additional cause codes for GMM

Cause value = 7 GPRS services not allowed


This cause is sent to the MS when it is not allowed to operate GPRS services but emergency bearer services may be allowed.
Cause value = 8 GPRS services and non-GPRS services not allowed


This cause is sent to the MS when it is not allowed to operate either GPRS or non-GPRS services but emergency bearer services may be allowed.
Cause value = 9 MS identity cannot be derived by the network


This cause is sent to the MS when the network cannot derive the MS's identity from the P-TMSI/GUTI, e.g. because no matching identity/context can be found in the network.
Cause value = 10 Implicitly detached


This cause is sent to the MS either if the network has implicitly detached the MS, e.g. some while after the mobile reachable timer has expired, or if the GMM context data related to the subscription dose not exist in the SGSN e.g. because of a SGSN restart.

Cause value = 14 GPRS services not allowed in this PLMN


This cause is sent to the MS which requests GPRS service, or if the network initiates a detach request in a PLMN which does not offer roaming for GPRS services to that MS but emergency bearer services may be allowed.
Cause value = 16 MSC temporarily not reachable


This cause is sent to the MS if it requests a combined GPRS attach or routing are updating in a PLMN where the MSC is temporarily not reachable via the GPRS part of the network.

Cause value = 28 SMS provided via GPRS in this routing area

This cause is sent to the MS if the SGSN decides not to establish a Gs association since the MS is supposed to send and receive short messages via GPRS.
Cause value = 40 No PDP context activated


This cause is sent to the MS if the MS requests an establishment of the radio access bearers for all active PDP contexts by sending a SERVICE REQUEST message indicating "data" to the network, but the SGSN does not have any active PDP context(s).
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
