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Introduction

Several Rel.11 CRs to TS 24.302 have been submitted to CT1 in the last several meetings to provide the following additional features related to IPMS indications for trusted access:

1. Explicit indication by the AAA server to the UE that EPC access is not allowed.

2. Explicit indication by the AAA server to the UE that NSWO access is allowed (e.g. if the EPC access is not allowed).

This paper discusses the relevance of these issues and proposes corresponding solutions.

Stage 2 requirements

The following normative Stage 2 requirements have been specified for Rel.11in SA2:
Req.1: A single SSID offering for a given UE simultaneous access to EPC through S2a and non-seamless offload is not supported (TS 23.402 clause 16.1.2) 

Req.2: There shall be no functionality added to a Release 11 UE with respect to a Release 10 or pre-Release 10 UE specifically for the support of trusted WLAN access to EPC over S2a (TR 23.852 clause 5.2.1)
Discussion of the relevance of the two issues in the light of stage 2 requirements and agreed stage 3 solutions
Feature#1 – Indication that EPC access is not allowed

TS 24.302 clause 6.3.3.0 indicates that the lack of response by the AAA server to IMPS indication by the UE may be construed by the UE as denial of EPC access. However, the text also indicates that this is an abnormal case and that the UE “may not get connectivity”, which is an ambiguous statement. Reasonable UE implementation may resolve the issue, given that the issue has been identified in the specs. Still, it is preferable to find a cleaner solution compliant with the stage 2 requirements. 
Feature#2 – Indication that NSWO is allowed when EPC access is not allowed

Having in mind the stage 2 Req.1, the use case is not relevant. Since EPC and NSWO cannot use the same SSID, there cannot be any confusion in the UE between EPC access and NSWO access. 
Conclusions
1. There is a need to provide a solution for feature#1 for Rel.11. CR C1-13wxyz provides such solution.

2. There is no need to provide a solution for feature#2.
