	Reason for change:
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	Subclause 5.3 mandates that the SCC AS must implement the entire core functionalities stated in TS 24.237. However, there is no justification for the SCC AS to implement the full functionality of TS 24.237 as the features are implemented based on the operator's deployment requirements. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	Modify subclause 5.3 to remove the mandate for the SCC AS to implement all access transfer functionality in TS 24.237 to be compliant.

	
	

	Consequences if 
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not approved:
	All SCC AS vendors would have to implement features not in their roadmap or not ever required by any deployments which would lead to wasted costs. Additionally, compliancy to all functionality for access transfer is not required for other network and UE equipment, so mandating the SCC AS to implement all these features serves no purposes whatsoever.

Application Server (AS)

To be compliant with access transfer in this document, an AS shall implement the role of an SCC AS as follows:

dependent on the desired functionality, one or more of the procedures according to subclause 6.3, subclause 6A.4, subclause 6A.4.1, subclause 7.3, subclause 8.3, subclause 9.3, subclause 10.3, subclause 11.3, subclause 12.3, subclause 13.3 and subclause 20.1.
The SCC AS also handles SDP media description conflicts according to subclause 6A.5.
