These have yet to be accepted into 3GPP specifications. Since for conferencing in release 10 this draft is mandatory for a UE supporting conferencing we urgently need to determine what to do with this reference. It is also planned to publish an older version of draft-kaplan-dispatch-session-id as a historic RFC. We need 3GPP participants to subscribe to the INSIPID list and participate in this work.
