Introduction
One outstanding issue from the Netloc WI is the introduction of a daylight savings time indication. The requirement was introduced in 22.115 as part of the Netloc WI. The text in subclause 5.1.2 of 22.115 states:
" The network serving the user shall provide the following information to the home environment:

Local time of the serving cell when the service request was initiated for the originating or terminating UE. This could either be explicitly reported, or implicitly reported by providing three pieces of information: the UTC, the time zone offset from UTC, and an indication of daylight savings time;

Only the offset is indicated in the PANI header, so there is a lack of information here.

Extend draft-drage-sipping-rfc3455bis

To implement the missing requirement draft-drage-sipping-rfc3455bis would need an update. It contains already an ABNF error, so it needs an update anyway. The ABNF in draft-drage-sippingrfc3455bis needs to be extended as:

Alternatively, 3GPP could document an extension to the PANI header, with the same content as the above.

Enhance the coding of the daylight-saving-time parameter
The daylight-saving-time parameter is defined as a token / quoted-string. It is possible to use the quoted-string format to include a daylight-saving-time parameter. The coding of the would then be something like

"UTC±[hh]:[mm]DST0/1/2",

where the DST part is optional.
