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1. Overall Description:

The attached CR C1-133757 was discussed in CT1#84bis meeting, which describes an enhancement of the Communication Deflection supplementary service to introduce a new option: “delayed deflection”, which allows the called user to deflect the call while this deflection occurs only after a determined duration equal to CFNR timer. This allows the called user to immediately deflect the call (e.g. to its voicemail) n order to free its UE, but from the calling user view the call has been forwarded due to CFNR; i.e. the calling user continue to receive the “ringing” indication for the CFNR timer duration.

No technical blocking issue has been identified. However, the questions blow related to the required user experience have been raised.  
· How this option should interact with the CFNR supplementary service?
· The CDIV service offers the capability to inform the diverted user that his call has been deflected. Should this indication be deactivated when “delayed defection”  option is invocked.
· Should the application of this option be static (i.e. when the option is configred for a user, each time this user deflect a call, delayed deflection will be applied) or dynamically invoked by the called user (i.e. “delayed deflection” is applied only when it’s explicitly invocked by the called user during the call presentation).
