This document attempts to identify CT1 impacts by RAN2 work item UTRA_LTE_WLAN_interw-core.

2. Discussion
2.1. Introduction

RAN approved work item UTRA_LTE_WLAN_interw-core in RP-132101 [1]. The objective of this work item is to improve mechanism for WLAN/3GPP access network selection and traffic steering (a) when enhanced ANDSF is available and (b) when enhanced ANDSF is not available.

The objective of this work item is to specify mechanism for WLAN/3GPP access network selection and traffic steering consisting.
For the Access Network Selection part:

· Selected RAN assistance parameters transferred via system broadcast and/or dedicated signalling used within:

· RAN rules defined within RAN WG specifications in case enhanced ANDSF is not deployed in the network or not supported by the UE.

· ANDSF policies in case enhanced ANDSF is deployed in the network and supported by the UE.

· RAN assistance information may be enhanced with WLAN identifiers in case ANDSF is not deployed or not supported by the UE.
For the Traffic Routing part: 

· Selected RAN assistance parameters transferred via system broadcast and/or dedicated signalling used within: 

· RAN rules specified in RAN2 WG specifications in case enhanced ANDSF is not deployed or not supported by the UE.

· ANDSF policies in case enhanced ANDSF is deployed in the network and supported by the UE.
· RAN assistance information may be enhanced with traffic routing information (e.g. offload granularity) in case ANDSF is not deployed or not supported by the UE.

This RAN2 work item is planned to be concluded in RAN#64 (June 2014). 

SA agreed in SP-130719 [2] that SA will attempt to include work that arises as part of this RAN2 work item in Rel-12.
2.2. CT1 impact

While no normative CRs have been agreed in either RAN2 or SA2 yet, WLAN/3GPP access network selection and traffic steering will likely require improvements of WLAN network selection and possibly also PLMN selection for WLAN as specified in 3GPP TS 24.234 and/or 3GPP TS 24.302.
3. Conclusions
In UTRA_LTE_WLAN_interw-core work item, RAN2 works on WLAN/3GPP access network selection and traffic steering improvements.

Solution will likely have impact on at least 3GPP TS 24.234 and/or 3GPP TS 24.302.

After work in RAN2 and SA2 is stable, if the CT1 impacts still exist, it is recommended to create a CT1 work item with objective of addressing this CT1 impact.

Ericsson plans to provide such CT1 work item.
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
