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	Reason for change:
	Two Editor’s notes remain in TWAN connection modes of UE procedures as follows:

1) Editor's note (WI:eSaMOG_St3, CR#0248): it is FFS whether the UE is mandated to support SCM, MCM or both or whether both SCM and MCM are optional.
Based on the stage 2 requirement for eSaMOG, the network indicates the supported connection modes (TSCM, SCM, MCM or any of combination of them). The UE then requests the supported SCM or MCM. 

Also, if the 3GPP AAA server does not provide network connection mode capabilities or, if the 3GPP AAA server does not receive a connection mode request from the UE, then the transparent single-connection mode is used.
Therefore, UE can support SCM, MCM or both (for eSaMOG). If the UE does not request any of them, then TSCM is used (for SaMOG). 
2) Editor's note (WI:eSaMOG_St3, CR#0248): it is FFS whether usage of SCM and MCM is subject to UE subscription for SCM and MCM.
Basically, the HSS/AAA decision to allow EPC access or NSWO or both could be based on information elements such as subscriber profile, access network, and/or SSID selected.
Also, the HSS/AAA decision to grant or reject the requested connection mode can be based on user subscriber profile from HSS.
Therefore, usage of SCM and MCM is decided by the network based on the network, access network and user subscription.

TWAN connection modes

6.4.2.6.1
General
The UE can support SCM, MCM or both. Based on the negotiation of the connection mode (SCM, MCM or TSCM) between the UE and the network, the UE requests the supported connection mode. If the UE does not request any of them, the transparent single-connection mode (TSCM) is used. Also, usage of SCM and MCM is decided by the network based on the network policies, access network and user subscription.


NOTE:
No UE extensions are needed for TSCM.
