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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has discussed deployment scenarios where the UE and network support IMS voice calls and CS Fallback, the RAN is IMS voice capable and the MME uses EPS bearer contexts with the required QoS to support the voice call, but the deployment requires that the UE in specific tracking areas uses CS Fallback and not IMS voice when originating a call. With regard to this deployment scenario, CT1 has made changes to its specifications from Rel-10 onwards to clarify that:
NOTE: Please refer to the attached CRs for the definition of a "persistent EPS bearer context".
1. A UE with a "persistent EPS bearer context" on an ongoing IMS voice call does not release the "persistent EPS bearer context" when handing over to a tracking area where the IMS voice over PS session indicator is set to "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported" and where the UE successfully registers in that tracking area for "both EPS and non-EPS services". In terms of voice domain selection, the UE stays in E-UTRA after the "persistent EPS bearer context" is released.
2. A UE with a "persistent EPS bearer context" on an ongoing IMS emergency call does not release the "persistent EPS bearer context" when handing over to a tracking area where the IMS voice over PS session indicator is set to "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported" or where the emergency bearer services indicator is set to "emergency bearer services in S1 mode not supported" and where the UE successfully registers in that tracking area for "both EPS and non-EPS services". In terms of voice domain selection, the UE stays in E-UTRA after the "persistent EPS bearer context" is released.
3. A UE with a "persistent EPS bearer context" on an ongoing IMS voice call does not release the "persistent EPS bearer context" when handing over to a tracking area where the IMS voice over PS session indicator is set to "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported" and the UE successfully registers for "EPS services only" in that tracking area. In terms of voice domain selection, the UE disables E-UTRA and selects to GERAN/UTRAN radio access technology only after the "persistent EPS bearer context" is released and the UE is still registered for "EPS services only" in a tracking area where the IMS voice over PS session indicator is set to "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported".
4. A UE with a "persistent EPS bearer context" on an ongoing IMS emergency call does not release the ongoing IMS emergency call when handing over to a tracking area where the IMS voice over PS session indicator is "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported" or where the emergency bearer services indicator is set to "emergency bearer services in S1 mode not supported" and the UE successfully registers for "EPS services only" in that tracking area. In terms of voice domain selection, the UE disables E-UTRA and selects to GERAN/UTRAN radio access technology only after the "persistent EPS bearer context" is released and the UE is still registered for "EPS services only" in a tracking area where the IMS voice over PS session indicator is set to "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported".
5. A UE with a "persistent EPS bearer context" on an ongoing voice call makes a new voice call in a tracking area where the IMS voice over PS session indicator is set to "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported". This does not result in the UE releasing the "persistent EPS bearer context", disabling E-UTRA and selecting to GERAN/UTRAN radio access technology. Rather, the new call is made in the same domain as the existing call.

6. For terminating access domain selection, if the UE already has a speech session anchored at the SCC AS, then the SCC AS routes a new speech session to IMS irrespective of the value of the IMS voice over PS session indicator which may be obtained from or via the HSS. 
7. For terminating calls, if the IMS voice over PS indication received from the network is "IMS voice over PS session in S1 mode not supported", the UE does not reject the terminating SIP INVITE request with a SIP 488 (Not Acceptable Here) response if the UE has a "persistent EPS bearer context". 

CT1 is aware that originating and terminating access domain selection is documented in TS 23.221 and TS 23.292, but is unsure if the above functionality agreed in CT1 is captured in these specifications. To ensure consistency, CT1 wants the functionality agreed in Stage 3 to be reflected in Stage 2.
