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1. Overall Description:

As part of its work on "Extended IMS media plane security features and TCP related NAT traversal support; IMS H.248 profiles aspects", CT4 desires to introduce the optional support of procedure at the IMS-ALG/IMS-AGW to enable two remote peers behind remote NATs to open up TCP connections simultaneously to achieve end-to-end TCP connectivity, e.g. for an end-to-end MSRP session (with end to access edge or without IMS media security). See TR 29.828 subclauses 4.4.2.3 and 4.4.2.1.1, and figure 4.4.2.1.1.5.

To enable two peers behind remote NATs to open up TCP connections simultaneously, the IMS-ALG in the P-CSCF would need to modify the SDP "a=setup" attribute.
CT4 ask CT1 to kindly consider if it is permissible for the IMS-ALG in the P-CSCF to modify the SDP "a=setup" attribute, and to specify any required corresponding updates in TS 24.229.
