	The preferred roaming partner list is used to define the roaming partners which are preferred by the VPLMN. However, in the PSPL, it also provides the roaming partners which are preferred by the HPLMN. Those two lists may be conflict with each other.  For example, PLMN-A belongs to the PSPL, but it is not contained in the preferred roaming partner list of V-ANDSF.  If the UE uses the preferred roaming partner list to select WLANs supporting roaming partner of VPLMN, the APs deployed by the PLMN-A cannot be selected by the UE all the time.
