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1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank GERAN2 for their Response LS on provisioning of E-UTRA Radio Capabilities in GERAN. CT1 has discussed the potential for inconsistent implementations and backward compatibility issues caused by the changes applicable to PS handover from GERAN to E-UTRAN if introduced from different releases in different specifications.

[bookmark: _GoBack]CT1 concluded that no backward compatibility issues can occur if the changes applicable to PS handover from GERAN to E-UTRAN in 3GPP TS 24.008 are not introduced in Rel-8 – 10. Additionally the MS changes of the solution in 3GPP TS 24.008 are dependent on the related updates to 3GPP TS 36.306 and can therefore not be added in earlier releases than 3GPP TS 36.306. CT1 also is convinced of the importance of maintaining consistency among specifications, but for this specific issue it is not under CT1 control as the inconsistency exists in specifications outside CT1 and CT1 has to select one alternative to align to. For these reasons CT1 did not agree the 3GPP TS 24.008 changes to Rel-8 -10.

It was however identified that the failure to provide E-UTRAN inter RAT handover information in GERAN can be triggered in MS implementations based on versions of 3GPP TS 24.008 not updated with changes applicable to PS handover from GERAN to E-UTRAN. This is not believed to occur in real networks as it is assumed that no network implementations that do not support the updated PS handover from GERAN to E-UTRAN solution exist. The failure could however be triggered by test cases based on the specifications not updated, and CT1 would like to make RAN5 aware of this situation and assess whether any test cases need to be updated.


2. Actions:
To GERAN2 and RAN2 groups.
ACTION: 	CT1 kindly asks GERAN2 and RAN2 to take the information provided into account.

To RAN5 group.
ACTION: 	CT1 kindly asks RAN5 to take the information provided into account and assess whether test cases related to request of E-UTRAN inter RAT handover information in GERAN need to be updated.
