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1. Overall Description:

During the ProSe service authorisation procedure for direct discovery, the ProSe Function provisions the UE with, among other parameters, the authorised discovery range for announcing per PLMN, as specified in TS 23.303 subclause 4.5.1.1.2.2:

Initially TS 23.303 also included some text saying that the authorised discovery range for announcing per PLMN could be set to either short, medium or long, but this text was removed at SA2#102. It is thus necessary to specify the possible values for this parameter. 
CT1 has agreed attached P-CR C1-142654 which proposes to have the authorised discovery range for announcing per PLMN set to the maximum authorised transmit power level for ProSe direct discovery in a given PLMN, with 3 possible values, namely 0 dBm, +10 dBm or +23 dBm corresponding to short, medium and long range respectively.
