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1. Introduction
 This document discusses the consequences when SM back off timer is made applicable to some (E)SM cause code.
2. Discussion
In past CT1 meetings, applicability of (E)SM back off timer to all or some (E)SM cause values has been discussed. However following things haven’t been discussed in the meeting so far.

1) Mapping from some Gn/Gp cause code to SM cause codes are not defined.

Mapping of Gn/Gp cause code to NAS SM cause code is defined in Table B.1 and Table B.2. For some SM causes e.g. #8 (Operator deteremined barring), #31 (activation rejected, unspecified) are not mapped. The usage of these cause codes are not defined  so it is not clear whether the SM back off timer should be applicable to these cause codes.

2) It is not clear which parameters from the UE is the basis of rejection for some cause code.
During the PDP context activation procedure, the UE sends parameters APN, QoS and PCO to the network. For some SM cause codes it is not defined which parameter from the UE is basis rejection. For example it is not clear for rejection cause #8, #31, #32, whether APN, QoS or PCO from the MS is the basis of rejection. if the basis of rejectio is QoS or PCO parameters and back off timer sent in this case then the MS is no longer able to retry for other paramter value of QoS and PCO. This will lead to loss of services and therfore bad user experiences.
3. Proposal
Based on the above discussion following way forward  is proposed
1. Generic back off timer shouldn’t be applied to all SM cause codes.

2. SM back off timer to SM cause code should be discussed and then applicable case by case basis. 

3. According to bullet 2 of section 2 above, for some SM cause code, if the basis of rejection is not clear then CT1 needs to clarify it with CT4 before applying back off timer.
