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1. Introduction

This document proposes a restructuring of the MMTEL subclause to be more generic documenting other IMS applications in the future.
2. Reason for Change
1. MMTEL is not the only IMS application that could be accessed using webRTC. Other applications could be for example a conference server conforming to 3GPP TS 24.147, possibly also supporting telepresence. There a restructuring is provided to allow the addition of other applications as the need arises in the future.

2. The title of the subclause is changed. There are two usages here, and both are applicable, but can be covered by the same subclause:
a. Use of the MMTEL service, and the supplementary services within MMTEL.

b. Use of the individual supplementary services outside that of MMTEL (e.g., call diversion is provided for generally within 3GPP TS 22.228).

3. A note is added to indicate that access to supplementary service configuration via XCAP is not provided for in this document; i.e. access will be provided by the HTTP procedures unchanged.
3. Conclusions

A restructuring is proposed for clause 12.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.371 and version 0.2.0.

General

This subclause describes the procedures for interaction of WebRTC based access to the IM CN subsystem and the execution of supplementary service as described in 3GPP TS 22.173 [7].

WIC (WebRTC IMS Client)
10.2.2.1
SIP based protocol used by the WIC

If the protocol between the WIC and the eP-CSCF is based on SIP, then in order to support an MMTel supplementary service, the SIP procedures shall conform to the SIP procedures specified in the 24series specification of the respective supplementary service. 3GPP TS 24.173 [8] lists the documents defining the MMTel supplementary services.
NOTE:
The procedures of this document are not applicable where access to supplementary service configuration is provided by an HTTP based protocol, e.g. XCAP as defined in 3GPP TS 24.623 [xx].

non-SIP based protocol used by the WIC

The support of MMTel supplementary services when accessing the IM CN subsystem with non-SIP based protocol is not specified in this version of the specification.

WWSF (WebRTC Web Server Function)

eP-CSCF (P-CSCF enhanced for WebRTC)
When a SIP is used on the W2 interface, then there are no supplementary specific requirements defined for the eP-CSCF.

When a non-SIP protocol is used on the W2 interface, then the eP-CSCF has to map information elements from non-SIP based protocol on W2 interface to the corresponding SIP information elements on the Mw reference point.
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
