	According to the current spec a Dual Priority UE that has activated a PDN connection without low access priority, but has a back off timer running that was received in response to NAS signalling request with low access priority, is allowed to initiate a service request procedure, but it is not be allowed to initiate NAS signalling for SMS and LCS when in E-UTRAN. This should not be the case according to the dual priority UE requirement introduced in rel-11.

	Introduce an exception for dual priority UE(s). If the UE has a back-off timer running and this was received in response to NAS signaling request with LAPI, then the UE should be allowed to send NAS messages when it has a PDN connection established without LAPI.
