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	Reason for change:
	In TS23.401, it is defined that the MME can provide an updated WLAN offloadability indication to the UE, and it may be initiated by the MME initiating session management signalling towards the UE, quote from TS23.401 subclause 4.3.23:
“The MME may provide an updated offloadability indication of a PDN Connection to the UE. This may be initiated by HSS as part of the Insert Subscriber Data procedure as described in clause 5.3.9.2. It can also be initiated by the MME by initiating session management signalling towards the UE or by adding the offloadability indication to a session management NAS message sent to the UE as part of an existing procedure.”
Based on the above description, the MME may initiate SM signalling towards the UE, i.e. using EPS bearer context modification procedure to send the MODIFY EPS BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message to the UE including the new WLAN offload indication. However, according to the current TS 24.301 definition, EPS bearer context modification procedure is only used to modify an EPS bearer context with a specific QoS and TFT or to modify APN-AMBR.

6.4.3
EPS bearer context modification procedure

6.4.3.1
General

The purpose of the EPS bearer context modification procedure is to modify an EPS bearer context with a specific QoS and TFT. The EPS bearer context modification procedure is initiated by the network, but it may also be initiated as part of the UE requested bearer resource allocation procedure or the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure.

The network may also initiate the EPS bearer context modification procedure to update the APN-AMBR of the UE, for instance after an inter-system handover. See 3GPP TS 23.401 [10] annex E.
The MME may also initiate the EPS bearer context modification procedure to update the WLAN offload indication to the UE, for instance after the MME received an updated WLAN offload indication of a PDN Connection from HSS. See 3GPP TS 23.401 [10] subclause 4.3.23.
The network may initiate the EPS bearer context modification procedure together with the completion of the service request procedure.
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
