	In TS23.060, it is defined that the SGSN may provide an updated WLAN offloadability indication to the UE using any existing SM procedures, quote from TS23.060 subclause 5.3.21:

“The SGSN may provide an updated offloadability indication of a PDN Connection to the UE. This may be initiated by HSS as part of the Insert Subscriber Data procedure as described in clause 6.11.1.1. It can also be initiated by SGSN by invoking a PDP Context Modification Procedure as described in clause 9.2.3.1 or by adding the offloadability indication to a session management NAS message sent to the UE as part of an existing procedure.”
Therefore, except the ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT ACCEPT message and MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message which are already extended with the WLAN offloadability, some other session management NAS messages could also be used to send the WLAN offload indication.

WLAN offload indication
In networks that are configured to support offloading of traffic using the present PDN connection via WLAN(s) indicated as specified in 3GPP TS 25.331 [23c], a permission to offload to WLAN is determined for the MS and the PDP context in accordance with 3GPP TS 23.060 [74] subclause 5.3.21. If the permission to offload to WLAN is determined, the network shall include the WLAN offload indication IE in the modify PDP context ACCEPT message.
If the SGSN accepts offloading of the PDP context via WLAN(s) when the UE is:
