Overview

Proximity-based Services (ProSe) are services that can be provided by the 3GPP system based on UEs being in proximity to each other. In this release of the protocol, the 3GPP system enablers for ProSe include the following functions:

-
ProSe direct discovery;

-
ProSe direct communication;

-
EPC-level ProSe discovery; and
-
EPC support for WLAN direct discovery and communication;

4.2
PC3 reference point
PC3 is the reference point between the ProSe-enabled UE and the ProSe Function. The ProSe Function is the logical function that is used for network related actions required for ProSe. For each UE, the other end of PC3 reference point is always the Prose Function located in its HPLMN.

As defined in 3GPP TS 23.303 [2], the PC3 reference point is used to:

-
authorise ProSe direct discovery requests;

-
authorise and process EPC-level ProSe discovery requests;

-
perform allocation of ProSe Application Codes and Discovery Filters corresponding to ProSe Application IDs used for ProSe direct discovery;
-
translate the ProSe Application Code(s) to the associated ProSe Application ID(s); and

-
define the authorisation policy per PLMN for ProSe direct discovery (for Public Safety and non -Public Safety) and ProSe direct communication (for Public Safety only).

4.3
PC5 reference point
PC5 is the reference point between ProSe-enabled UEs of the same PLMN or different PLMNs. It is also the reference point between ProSe-enabled UEs not served by E-UTRAN. As defined in 3GPP TS 23.303 [2], the PC5 reference point is used for control and user plane for ProSe direct discovery and ProSe direct communication.
Over the PC5 reference point, the ProSe-enabled UE (for both Public Safety UE and non-Public Safety UE) performs the following functionalities for ProSe direct discovery:

-
transmission of PC5_DISCOVERY messages containing ProSe Application Code(s), based on announcing requests from upper layers; and

-
reception of PC5_DISCOVERY messages and checking of the ProSe Application Codes contained in these messages against Discovery Filters, based on monitoring requests from upper layers.

Over the PC5 reference point, the ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE performs the following functionalities for ProSe direct communication:

-
transmission of one-to-many communication data over the user plane, based on request from upper layers; and
-
reception of one-to-many communication data over the user plane, based on request from upper layers.
