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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks RAN5 for the LS C1-143850/R5-144759 on  Clarification for bandwidth parameters in re-INVITE request during SRVCC media removal procedure.

RAN5 asks the question wether the text in RFC 3264:

“Existing media streams are removed by creating a new SDP with the port number for that 
stream set to zero. The stream description MAY omit all attributes present previously …”
is in conflict with the text in TS 24.229:

"For "video" and "audio" media types that utilize the RTP/RTCP, the UE shall specify 
the proposed bandwidth for each media stream utilizing the "b=" media descriptor and 
the "AS" bandwidth modifier in the SDP."

CT1 response: Since RFC 3264 allows the bandwidth parameters to be omitted, and TS 24.229 mandates their usage the terminal implementation is indeterminate. Allowing the bandwidth parameters to be omitted in TS 24.229 would not be considered an essential correction so such change can only take place in the current release.
