	The IMSI is used over the PC3 interface to represent the UE identity for EPC-level ProSe discovery as well. Currently its format was defined as below:

UE Identity

This parameter is used to indicate the requesting UE's identity and is set to the IMSI. The IMSI consists of three parts:

-
MCC: 3-digit integer;
-
MNC: 2-digit integer; and

-
MSIN: 10-digit or shorter integer.”
However, the above definion is not fully aligned with the existing IMSI defintion given in TS 23.003 in which the MNC could be 2 digits or 3 digits. Furthermore, it is incorrect to say MSIN is 10 digits when MNC is 3 digits due to the total digits is 16 digits, which is against the limitation given in TS 23.003 that the total digits of IMSI is “not more than 15 digits”.
