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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks GSMA IREG RILTE for their LS on “a=inactive attribute in initial INVITE” in C1-144656 (rilte 42 Doc_109) and CT1 has discussed the issues for session setup when using the SDP inactive attribute. 
CT1 concludes that the mandatory usage of the SDP inactive attribute for initial INVITE requests have negative impacts on user experience, including for VoLTE when interworking with fixed networks. Therefore CT1 decided to remove the requirement, that the UE shall include SDP inactive attribute in initial INVITES in 3GPP TS 24.229 from Rel-12 and Rel-13. 
The issue that this mechanism was intended to resolve still exists, which is a potential delay to the cut through while resources are reserved over Rx and Gx. This will have to be addressed in future by network design rather than standardization.

In CT1 the concern was raised that the current mandatory inclusion of the SDP inactive attribute from Rel-8 is a mandatory test case required for certification by GCF and PTCRB. Since GSMA IREG RILTE may make not including SDP inactive attribute as a requirement of IR.92 this could cause problems for terminals compliant with IR.92 passing certification testing especially since IR.92 terminals are based upon Rel-8 with additional functionality selected from later releases.
