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1. Overall Description:

CT1 discussed the stage 2 requirement on the service authorisation procedure based on the location as specified in subclause 5.2.1 of TS 23.303. 
Step 1:
The UE requests authorisation for Direct Discovery or Direct Communication or both for HPLMN or for the VPLMN or for Direct Discovery (as a "monitoring UE" only) for some Local PLMNs from the ProSe Function in HPLMN. The UE may request a list of PLMNs to be downloaded from HPLMN ProSe Function depending on the location e.g. HPLMN or VPLMN.
Step 2:
The ProSe Function in HPLMN obtains authorization info from Local PLMN or VPLMN and merges with own policy.

Step 3:
The ProSe Function in HPLMN provides authorisation info to UE. The authorisation info provided to the UE applies to the serving PLMN, to PLMNs explicitly requested by the UE in step 1 and to PLMNs determined by the HPLMN as Local PLMNs (e.g. based on the Serving PLMN) to be available to the UE. The UE stores the authorisation information obtained from this ProSe Function in a secure way. If needed at any point the authorization can be revoked by the ProSe Function in Local PLMN or VPLMN or Prose Function in the HPLMN.

CT1 believes that enabling the UE to include a list of PLMNs in the UE’s service authorisation request at step 1 would have a big impact on the stage 3 service authorisation procedure which uses OMA DM, and therefore CT1 decided not to implement this requirement in Rel-12. CT1 noticed the Prose Function in HPLMN can get the serving PLMN of the UE from the HSS and hence CT1 agreed that the ProSe Function in HPLMN can take the UE’s serving PLMN into account when including the authorised PLMNs in the service authorisation to the UE without any PLMN information provided by the UE in the service authorisation request. 
2. Actions:
