Status of message broadcast
The Warning Status Report Indication allows the CBC to determine at a number of pre-determined moments during the broadcasting cycle, if cells are actually broadcasting the message:

-
At the start of a message to determine if the message actually started broadcasting;

-
At the end of the message to establish a KPI for the alerting;

-
At intermediate times to determine if corrective actions are needed when broadcasting fails.
The procedure is new for all involved nodes.

Requirement 1 (see clause 4) is fulfilled.

Status of broadcast readiness

The Warning Status Query Request procedure allows the CBC to determine, at any desired moment, if cells are available for broadcast without actually broadcasting any message to the general public. This allows the operator to take corrective action, depending on the cause of the failure. For example, a cell may not have been configured for warning message broadcast or that warning message broadcast is not operational in a cell due to an error or due to maintenance activities.

The procedure is new for all involved nodes.
Requirement 2 (see clause 4) is fulfilled.
