Scope of CT1#92-bis MCPTT
The Ad-hoc (e-meeting) can discuss the CT1-aspects of the MCPTT WID and will have power to agree on the documentation principles, the structure and the scope of the new TSs for MCPTT, as well as transfer of content from the OMA PCPS specifications, the ETSI TCCE specifications or other sources to 3GPP specifications as a starting point for the new specifications in 3GPP.

If the documentation principles can be agreed and the 1st version of the new specifications can be made available ahead of the CT WG1 meeting in Vancouver, this will give a good baseline for further pCRs at CT1#93 in Vancouver.

Naming conventions

Initial Tdocs shall be requested via 3GU and the Tdocs shall have the Tdoc-name and number C1ah-150xxx.

During the meeting, revisions of Tdocs shall be requested via 3GU. This means that e.g. C1ah-150035 will be revised to C1ah-150062.
Subject field of emails (for the sake of easier processing), shall take the format of [AgendaItemNumber_TdocNumber]

For example: [13.6.3_C1ah-150123].

5
Process for CT1#62bis-e MCPTT electronic meeting

5.1
Submission of input contributions
Tdoc number reservation and Tdoc submission will follow the regular CT1 process, i.e. usage of 3GU.
The initial input Tdocs will be scanned till Friday, July 24th 18:00 CEST by the CT1 chairman and the MCPTT-rapporteur, and the following Tdocs will not be enrolled into the electronic meeting, even if companies have targeted the paper for the e-meeting (companies are kindly asked not to submit such Tdocs to the meeting):

· Tdocs applicable to releases or agenda items which are not on the agenda of the meeting.

· Incoming Liaison Statements applicable to releases or agenda items which are not on the agenda of the meeting. These will be postponed to CT1#93.

· Incoming Liaison Statements which are not deemed relevant for producing scope, skeleton or initial content of the new specifications related to MCPTT. Such LSs will be postponed to CT1#93. Author companies of relevant incoming LSs are responsible for flagging these LSs to MCC (Frédéric Firmin) to make sure they get on the Tdoc list of the electronic meeting by the submission deadline.
Proposed outgoing LSs that are relevant for producing scope, skeleton or initial content of the new specifications related to MCPTT can be submitted to the electronic meeting. Author companies of such outgoing LSs are also responsible for arranging the submission of a proposed draft response. Such outgoing LSs should ideally be available by the submission deadline, but late submissions can be accepted.

During the meeting
The electronic meeting will start as indicated above, and will be conducted over the CT1 email exploder. The e-meeting will be kicked off by the chairman of the electronic meeting by sending an e-mail to the CT1 email exploder.

· Companies are expected to make comments over the CT1 e-mail exploder. 
Proposed revisions of the Tdocs themselves shall be sent on the email exploder by the delegates, and also be uploaded via 3GU to the meeting server. MCC can assist in uploading if there are technical issues, but not for convenience of the delegates.

If certain discussion topics create too much e-mail traffic, the chairman of the electronic meeting will ask involved parties to take discussions off the CT1 e-mail exploder list and to have offline e-mail exchange between the interested people instead.

Offline email exchange may be used where necessary, the author of the related Tdoc is responsible for summarising the result of such exchanges on the CT1 email exploder. 

Status document (Chairman’s notes style) will be provided close to 18:00 CEST on Wednesday 29th and Thursday 30th.

Comments can be made and discussions can proceed from submission of Tdocs until the electronic meeting start on Wednesday 29th of July. Papers that are revised after being submitted on time will not be regarded as late.

Delegates are encouraged to not revise papers too rapidly after getting comments, but rather acknowledge and collect comments and revise the paper when they find it relevant and convenient for the meeting, e.g. by indicating a time for the next revision.
Delegates are encouraged to be very careful with revising papers originally submitted by other companies. Alternative proposals are better traced if submitted as separate papers in separate “threads“.

Documents can be "postponed", "withdrawn", "rejected" and "revised" at any time during the electronic meeting.
In order to allow comments from all parties within the indicated time, a document cannot be marked as "agreed" until Friday July 31st at 18:00.

5.3
Document Handling and Decisions
Each Tdoc will be agreed unless it has one or more sustained objections. Objections should be justified. Due to the short timframe and the lack of face-to-face discussions, it is recommended that delegates are flexible and that “disclaimers” by Editors Notes are used to highlight areas where full consensus has not been reached.
There will be no "pre-agreed" revisions during the electronic meeting.

Deadline for final revision upload is Thursday July 30th 22:00 CEST, and deadline for final

comments is July 31st (Friday) 18:00 CEST.
Documents not agreed during the electronic meeting will need new submission / Tdoc number to CT1#93 if the author of the document wants it to be treated there.

The electronic meeting has full CT1 approval power for documents in the relevant agenda items. 

Agreed documents will be placed on the CT1#93 (Vancouver) agenda under agenda item 4.3 (List of agreed Tdocs from CT1#92bis MCPTT electronic meeting) for information. pCRs agreed at CT1#92-bis for the new specifications will be incorporated in new reference version of the new specifications that will be used for as base for further pCRs at CT1#93. 
The decision on the WID can as per normal procedure be further revised during CT1#93 in the usual manner, i.e. the CT1-agreed WID from CT1#92bis MCPTT can be revised during CT1#93. Possible outgoing LSs will as normal be sent after closing CT1#92-bis if agreed.
