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1. Overall Description:

As part of the 3GPP RAN5 conformance test plan for IMS enabled UEs, RAN5 is covering the scenario of a successful attach with request for SIP signalling.

Following the standard test case design, the UE is – as part of the Test Preamble – first performing an initial registration followed by Switch off / Power off procedure which triggers an IMS deregistration. In the directly following Test Body with its checks and verdict assignment, the UE is then switched on / powered on and performs a registration.

3GPP RAN5 found it difficult to reach consensus on whether the conditions for testing 3GPP TS 24.229 L.2.2.1 b) are correctly achieved in the Test Body. I.e. whether pre-configured UEs (with IMS as the default APN) can be mandated – on the grounds of 3GPP TS 24.229 L.2.2.1 – to send in this “initial” registration procedure of the Test Body the IM CN subsystem signalling flag as part of the PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST embedded in the ATTACH REQUEST message or as part of the subsequent ESM INFORMATION TRANSFER RESPONSE message.  
3GPP RAN5 therefore seeks guidance from 3GPP CT1 on the consequences for interoperability if 3GPP RAN5 decided to not cover testing of presence of the IM CM subsystem signalling flag in either of the above mentioned two messages.

2. Actions:

RAN5 would like CT1 to respond to the above question.
