8.2.1
MCPTT client procedures

When the MCPTT Client initiates a Pre-established Session the MCPTT Client:

1.
shall generate an initial SIP INVITE request as specified in subclause [ABCD General" 
Editor’s Note: subclause [ABCD General] needs to be provided in a future contribution.
2.
shall set the Request-URI of the SIP INVITE request to the Conference-factory-URI for the MCPTT service in the Home MCPTT Network of the MCPTT User;

3.
shall include an Accept-Contact header field with the MCPTT feature tag '+g.poc.talkburst' along with 'require' and 'explicit' parameters according to rules and procedures of IETF RFC 3841 [51];
Editor’s Note: the need for a MCPTT feature tag and its syntax is FFS.
4.
shall include a MIME SDP body as an SDP offer as specified in [subclause ABCD SDP offer generation]; 
Editor’s Note: subclause [ABCD SDP offer generation] needs to be provided in a future contribution.
5.
shall include value 'id' in the Privacy header field according to rules and procedures of IETF RFC 3325 [41], if privacy is requested to be used in the automatically answered terminated MCPTT Sessions;

NOTE 2:
The included 'id' value is not valid for an outgoing SIP REFER request when initiating a MCPTT Session.

6.
shall include the MCPTT Dispatcher feature tag '+g.poc.dispatcher' in the Contact header field, if the MCPTT Dispatcher capability is supported by the MCPTT Client and it is enabled by the MCPTT User; and
Editor’s Note: the need for MCPTT Dispatcher as separate functionality and a MCPTT dispatcher feature tag and its syntax is FFS.
7.
shall send the SIP INVITE request towards the MCPTT Server according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

Upon receiving a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP INVITE request the MCPTT Client: 

1.
shall cache the conference URI that identifies the Pre-established Session received in the Contact header field; 

2.
shall cache the presence of the MCPTT Dispatcher feature tag '+g.poc.dispatcher' in the Contact header field; and 
Editor’s Note: the need for MCPTT Dispatcher as separate functionality and a MCPTT dispatcher feature tag and its syntax is FFS.
NOTE:
The presence of the MCPTT Dispatcher feature tag '+g.poc.dispatcher' in the Contact header field of the SIP 200 "OK" response acknowledges to the MCPTT Client that the Home MCPTT Server also supports Dispatch MCPTT Sessions. Therefore, the MCPTT Dispatcher bits contained in the Additional Indications field of the Connect message are valid.

3.
shall interact with the Media Plane as specified in 3GPP TS  24.www [xx] "MCPTT Client Procedures at Pre-established Session initialization".
