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1. Overall Description:

A) Regarding default access, it is specified as in clause 5.2 of TS 23.161:

-
In UE-initiated NBIFOM mode, the UE proposes a default access to the network. The network may reject this proposal if it does not comply with the subscription.
Based on the texts above, it is not clear that what default access will be adopted when the network reject UE provided default access. Therefore, CT1 would like to ask SA2:

Q1: In UE-initiated NBIFOM mode, if the network rejects the UE requested default access, does it imply that the default access shall be the other one which is different from the UE provided default access? Or does the network need to explicitly provide the other default access when rejecting UE provided default access?
B) Regarding IP flow mapping procedures, it is specified as in clause 4.1 of TS 23.161:

In case UE initiated NBIFOM is applied and PCC is deployed for this PDN connection, the PDN GW provides, upon subscription of the PCRF, the PCRF with notifications of UE requests for IP flow mapping to an Access Type. In that case, the PCRF analyses the received information (requested IP flow mapping to an Access Type), makes a policy decision and provides PCC rules to the PDN GW with corresponding Access Type values.
Based on the description above, the UE is able to request the network to provide a routing rule corresponding to the requested IP flow mapping and access type. It can be regarded as a procedure triggered by the UE to initiate the network to provide a corresponding routing rule which is matching the IP flow mapping when using network-initiated mode. However, it is not clear what kind of operation this routing rule can indicate, i.e. the following question:
Q2: When the UE requests IP flow mapping to an access, does it mean the UE can indicate to not only add the IP flow to the access but also remove the IP flow to the access?
