If the username identified by the XCAP User Identifier (XUI) in the HTTP PUT, HTTP GET or HTTP DELETE request, is not allowed to manipulate settings via XCAP, then the XCAP server shall respond with a HTTP 403 (Forbidden) response.

NOTE:
If the UE is not configured for supplementary service management as specified in 3GPP TS 24.167 [19], it is expected that operators do not configure their XCAP servers to return the HTTP 403 error response code for any other reason than specified above.
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
