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	Reason for change:
	Present specification states, quote:
The UE may request the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle during an attach request or tracking area update request by including extended DRX parameters IE (see 3GPP TS 23.682 [11A] and 3GPP TS 23.401 [10]). The UE shall not request the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle during a tracking area updating procedure when the UE has a PDN connection established for emergency bearer services.
However, TS 23.401 in 5.13a states “When the UE has bearers for emergency bearer services, the UE shall not request for extended idle mode DRX”. Note that the acceptance of a tracking area updating procedure for initiating a PDN connection for emergency bearer services results in establishment of emergency PDN connection and associated bearer(s). The UE should not request the use of eDRX when initiating a PDN connection for emergency bearer services.

Additionally, please note that similarly the acceptance of an attach procedure for emergency bearer services results in the establishment of emergency PDN connection. The very same occurs for the case of an attach procedure for initiating a PDN connection for emergency bearer services with attach type not set to "EPS emergency attach".

In short, the present specification needs corrections to indicate clearly all cases when the UE shall not request the use of eDRX because of emergency bearer services.

	Consequences if not approved:

The UE may request the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle during an attach request or tracking area update request by including extended DRX parameters IE (see 3GPP TS 23.682 [11A] and 3GPP TS 23.401 [10]). The UE shall not request the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle during: a tracking area updating procedure when the UE has a PDN connection established for emergency bearer services.
-	an attach for emergency bearer services procedure;
-	an attach procedure for initiating a PDN connection for emergency bearer services with attach type not set to "EPS emergency attach"; 
-	a tracking area updating procedure for initiating a PDN connection for emergency bearer services; or
-	a tracking area updating procedure when the UE has a PDN connection established for emergency bearer services.

The network accepts the request to use the extended idle mode DRX cycle by providing extended DRX parameters IE when accepting the attach request or the tracking area update request. The UE shall repeat the request for the use of extended idle mode DRX cycle in each tracking area update request. The UE may use extended idle mode DRX cycle only if the network accepted the request to use the extended idle mode DRX cycle during the last successful attach or tracking area updating procedure.
