Future changes

The documents will all advance as a result of agreements made in Vancouver.

Editorial issues can be raised directly with the TS rapporteurs, rather than producing editorial p-CRs. Assuming the rapporteur agrees, they can be implemented immediately. Examples include missing spelling, inconsistent clause or note numbering, missing abbreviations. For missing items for the reference clause, this will be dependent on whether the version referenced is immediately apparent or not, so will not be automatic.
I some areas there is ongoing discussion of whether some of the specifications should be split, or parts of the scope separated into a new specification. It is recommended that any such discussion in that respect is postponed to the November CT1 meeting, and in the interim, any such material is developed within the parent specification. This will make it easier to identify where we have scope mismatches and where a different specification breakdown would improve readability and future extension.
