	In SA2#112, SA2 discussed on an LS from CT1 (C1-153972) regarding the scenario when an eDRX parameters had been negotiated before a PDN connection for emergency bearer services is established, and agreed to clarify the UE and the network behavior on eDRX as follows:

TS 23.401 v13.5.0, subclause 5.13a

When the UE has bearers for emergency bearer services, the UE and MME follow regular discontinuous reception as defined in clause 5.13 and shall not use the extended idle mode DRX. Extended idle mode DRX parameters may be negotiated while the UE has bearers for emergency bearer services.When the bearers for emergency bearer services are released, the UE and MME shall reuse the negotiated extended idle mode DRX parameters in the last TAU/Attach procedure.

According to the SA2 agreement, the UE may request eDRX parameters when it has emergency bearer but shall not use eDRX until the emergency bearer is released. As a result, stage 3 implementation needs to be modified to align with stage 2 requirement.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Specify that the UE may request to use eDRX even it has a PDN connection for emergency bearer services established, but shall not use received eDRX parameter until the emergency PDN connection is released.

Extended idle-mode DRX cycle

The UE may request the use of extended idle-mode DRX cycle (eDRX) during an attach  or tracking area updating procedure by including the extended DRX parameters IE (see 3GPP TS 23.682 [11A] and 3GPP TS 23.401 [10]). The UE shall not request the use of eDRX during an attach for emergency bearer services procedure or a tracking area updating procedure for the UE attached for emergency bearer services only. The UE may request the use of eDRX during:


-
an attach procedure for initiating a PDN connection for emergency bearer services with attach type not set to "EPS emergency attach";

-
a tracking area updating procedure for initiating a PDN connection for emergency bearer services; or

-
a tracking area updating procedure when the UE has a PDN connection established for emergency bearer services, which is not the last PDN connection for the UE.
In these cases, the UE shall not use eDRX with the received parameters until the PDN connection for emergency bearer services is released. If a PDN connection for emergency bearer services is established while eDRX is in use, the UE and the network shall stop using eDRX, but preserve eDRX parameters until the next tracking area updating procedure. When the PDN connection for emergency bearer services is released, the UE can start using eDRX with the parameters previously received during the last attach or tracking area updating procedure.
The network accepts the request to use the eDRX by providing the extended DRX parameters IE when accepting the attach or the tracking area updating procedure. The UE shall use eDRX only if the network has provided the extended DRX parameters IE during the last attach or tracking area updating procedure.

NOTE:
If the UE wants to keep using eDRX, the UE includes the extended DRX parameters IE in each attach or tracking area updating procedure.
