General
There are a number of requirements relating to priority for MCPTT. This discussion document collects requirements as specified in 22.179. A short summary of those requirements are that the MCPTT system needs to be able to prioritize important MCPTT calls so that the calls with higher priority can interrupt lower priority calls when resources are scarce. There is no requirement to queue a call until resources are available.
The session level prioritization is achieved with the Resource-Priority header field. To this end a new namespace for the Resource-Priority header field is needed. The attached draft IETF draft is intended to create such namespace and register it with IANA. Comments on the draft are welcome.
The use of the namespace levels and the mapping of the different call types to these namespace levels will be a deployment issue. To Jeju text will be added that preemption is possible and procedures for this will be provided.

Also, the MCPTT system needs to prioritize the signalling traffic by priority queuing with different thresholds for different traffic classes. This is an implementation issue, i.e. no detailed standardization is needed. The Resource-Priority header field can be used also for this classification of the traffic, in analogy to what has been specified for the Multimedia Priority Service.
