Determination of the country the UE is located in

The UE determines it is in its home country if the MCC broadcasted on the BCCH and the MCC of its IMSI matches to the definition of the same country as defined in 3GPP TS 23.122 [4].

The UE determines it is in a visited country if the MCC broadcasted on the BCCH and the MCC of its IMSI does not match to the definition of the same country as defined in 3GPP TS 23.122 [4].

For the purposes of ePDG selection, the UE shall not use other means for determining whether it is located in the home country or in a visited country.
If the UE cannot determine whether it is located in the home country or in a visited country, as required by the ePDG selection procedure specified in 3GPP TS 23.402 [6], the UE shall stop the ePDG selection.

In order to determine if the visited country mandates the selection of ePDG in this country (see 3GPP TS 23.402 [6]), the UE shall perform the DNS NAPTR query using Visited Country FQDN as specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3].
