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1. Overall Description: 

SA6 thanks CT1 for the LS in S6-160169 (C1-161551) relating to the use of the MBSFN area ID.
As requested SA6 have discussed the question raised by CT1:

"CT1 would like to ask SA6 whether the inclusion of this possible information element is allowed as part of the MCPTT usage of the MBMS architecture defined within the scope of the GC1 reference point in TS 23.179? The purpose of this question is to achieve better alignment between stage 2 and stage 3 for MCPTT."

Based on TS 23.179 sub-clause 7.5.2.2 there was no objection raised to the use of MBSFN area ID in the MCPTT client to MCPTT server direction as part of the MCPTT usage of the MBMS architecture.

SA6 could not reach a conclusion on the use of MBSFN area ID in the MCPTT server to MCPTT client direction as it is not included in any information flow in TS 23.179 and the text in clause 7.5.2.2 was considered ambiguous.
